RNC and DNC: 

· Rock the Vote Numbers campaign creating buzz – they will also push Trick or Vote angel

· If any org plans to have a presence at either convention, email Alex and he will get you TOV materials

· Bus will have people dressed up as monsters roaming the convention center creating media buzz

· Tuesday 26th Trick or Vote happy hour – can get tickets to any group that wants block of tickets.

Facebook:

Youtube: 

· Everyone should post the video to their channels at the same time to create buzz.  (also suggested though that there should only be one version of each video so that it can get the most possible viewings and become a top viewed video) 

· Should be local facebook groups so that whoever is coordinating, for example, in Philly can have all the philly volunteers in one facegroup group and can communicate with them about the local drive. 

· There could a b national TOV fan page with the fanbase linking to individual cities. 

Myspace:

· Previous Bus Project volunteer – Liba Rubenstein – now works with IMPACT- Myspace’s platform for social and civic engagement. 

· Videos that tend to go viral have seeded their views with promotions with the sites they are working with through relationships or exclusivity agreements. 

· Myspace can best support promotions if there are videos etc than can be exclusive to myspace. 

· Need to be really clear on function of applications. If its just a form, diehards will download but it won’t goviral.  The application should be something that shows how your friends have interacted with it and shows up in peoples news feeds. E..g A Viral banner you only see if you go to a friends page. An application you will see whether you go to a friends page or not – it will show up in the feed. 

· Myspace applications also work on  google and linked in. 

Music/Bands: 

· Conversation with Aaron Potts Air Traffic Control – lots of potential bands we could get involved. She asked for a list of bands were interested. 

· Let Alex know of your ideas for bands for your local events. 

· Recommended to put together a lineup that appeals to diverse audiences – multiple genres of music

· Bands will have enormous following on myspace – they can ping their entire myspace communities. 

· Myspace band contest – winner will play at rock the vote concert in DC

· Another RTV contest – campus that registers the most voters get A-list act to play at their campus.
