· Work at Bus Project-state based engagement work

· USSA is working in 10 states on 40 campuses

· Want to include Trick or Vote dorm storms in their GOTV work

Eliza

· Sierra Club-running Power Vote on a number of campuses but also doing specific youth voter organizing on 5 campuses.

· Interested in figuring out and fleshing out 

Josh

· Want to figure out places where campuses overlap with city wide trick or vote effort

· In those places want to get students linked up and then have them sent back to campus area

· Not sure that on campus the quality of contact on a Friday night will be high.

· Sees trick or vote as a way of branding the weekend canvass work and coordinating all of the work.

· Sees Friday as a big class rap and volunteer recruitment day

· Class raps in costumes

· Check boxes in pumpkins reminding people to sign the pledge and sign up to volunteer

· People roaming around to voting related parties

· Want to be able direct people on the listserv to other organizations
